Growing at Home
This curriculum is based 
on the belief that the

3. My child has learned that Rahab 
put her trust in the One true God, 
not in the spies or the red cord.

4. My child can verbalize Who God is 
and why we should believe in Him.

Rahab Reminder
Rahab knew doctrinal truths 
about God even though she was 
not a Hebrew and did not have 
Scriptures to read. By observation 
she learned that God is the 
One true God. He is mighty and 
powerful, and He is to be trusted. 
That was enough for her to have 
faith in Him. She joined the Israelites 
and appears in the linage of Christ.
