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1. This book has been prepared for primary children.
The book is perforated so you can tear out each sheet,
complete it in class, and send it home with the student.
Each page includes directions for completing the activities
on that page.

2. The parent letter is on page 3. Send this page home with
the student on the first Sunday of the quarter or deliver it
personally before the quarter begins. Page 4 contains an
overview of this quarter’s lessons, along with a list of all
the memory verses.

3. If a student is absent, make sure he or she receives the
handwork sheet and the Strong Kids at Home take-home
paper. This will help the student review the Bible lesson.

The first page of each lesson contains a Lesson Review section.
This is an opportunity to review the previous week'’s lesson.
As students arrive to class, let them work on the activity about
five minutes into class time. Make sure the students’ names
are on their papers before you collect them.

You will use the handwork sheets again at the end of the
lesson. The students will work on the activities on the back of
the sheets. As they work, discuss the Bible story or its
application. Let students do as much as time permits, but if
they cannot complete the page in class, allow them to take
it home and finish it.
