DINO DOT

Theo: Well, Dot, here it is!

Construction Company! These are the people you wanted to talk to, right?

Dot: Yes, they are! I've got my plans right here for them to see. (Holds up her rolled-up plans.)

Theo: Plans for what?

Dot: Plans for houses, of course. You said these folks are building houses for people, right?

Theo: That’s right!

Dot: I've got some amazing new designs for houses that I'm sure they’ll want to build. But I

was wondering—why do they call this company Stompers & Chompers?
Theo: Well, you see—
Rex and Roxie enter, interrupting.

Rex: (Importantly.) Whoa, whoa, whoa! Hang on right there, folks. I can’t let you go any far-
ther. This is a highly dangerous construction zone, and we can’t have any unauthorized
personnel coming through. There’s a lot of dangerous work going on.
