Beginnings and Ends

Look for opportunities to talk with your 
child about the beginning and end of 
common things about your home: the 
beginning and end of a zipper; the 
beginning and end of a laundry  
cycle (washer or dryer); the beginning 
and end of a television program or 

DVD; the beginning           
and end of 

a rain storm. 
Compare them to 
the fact that God 
has no beginning 

and no end. God  
is eternal.

Measuring Growth at Home

This lesson encourages your child to praise God for 
being the everlasting God, our creator. A couple of 
times a week, take time during a family meal to ask 
family members what they saw or thought about 
that reminded them of the everlasting, eternal God. 
Verbalize a praise sentence for that experience. For 
example, “I praise God that He was with me all day 
today and that He will be with me tomorrow.” 

Measurables  

Look for the following indicators 
that your child is beginning to 
understand God’s eternality.

1. 	My child thanks God for 
always being near.

2.	 My child understands  
that the word "eternal" 
means "forever."

3. 	My child realizes that God 
has always been and will 
always be.
